Delbert Dowdy

Our July program on antler turn-
ing will be presented by Delbert
Dowdy.

Antler is a fascinating and easy
material to turn. Itis also a
good medium to use when mak-
ing small objects such as pens,
key chains, and kaleidoscopes.
ltems made with antler can

hold special appeal with many
people, especially hunters. How
many people do you know that
have a deer ant-
ler kaleidoscope?
Although antler
turns similarly to
wood, there are
some special
techniques that
are helpful.

In this program, Delbert will
demonstrate how to make a pen
that combines a bullet and deer
antler. He will also discuss how
to make modifications when
increasing the size of an object.
He will also cover how to drill,
shorten, prepare and size the
inner tube, and shine the bullet.
Delbert will discuss special ways
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to drill antler, install the cop-
per tube, and size the antler to
length. Turning antler is similar
to turning wood but porous ant-
ler material, which is common,
must be treated
after turning.

scope by beginning with a small
hole, followed by turning the ant-
ler round, mounting it in a chuck,
drilling a larger center hole, and
finally drilling a larger end hole.
